The patented,
Dual Frequency, Multi-Voltage (DFMV) mobile shore-side power system was demonstrated on
the MOL containership, MOL ENTERPRISE to show how a typical containership can eliminate
and/or significantly reduce harmful emissions while at-berth.

Each day a vessel is connected to the DFMV system, the resulting elimination/reduction of NOx,
SOx, CO, CO2 and DPM10 emissions is the equivalent of taking 1 million cars off the road.

The CAL Cold Ironing system is designed to connect to virtually any ocean-going vessel (OGV)
regardless of its country of manufacture. The CAL DFMV Liquefied Natural Gas powered
generators are engineered to flawlessly synchronize with the multiple voltage and frequency
requirements of the wide variety of OGV@ in service today. Once connected the DFMV generator
will operate in parallel with the vessel electrical system without any disruption to normal
operations allowing for a seamless switch to clean shore-side electrical power.

The CAL DFMV Cold Ironing system is certified under the California Air Resources Board (CARB)
Portable Equipment Registration Program (PERP) and is recognized by CARB as an alternative
control technology meeting all criteria of the Equivalent Emissions Reduction option for
compliance with the recently released Regulation To Reduce Emissions From Diesel Auxiliary
Engines On Ocean-Going Vessels While At-Berth At A California Port. This regulation requires
container, reefer, and passenger OGVOs to connect to clean shoreside electrical power while tied
up at-berth in a California port.

Together the Port of Los Angeles and the Port of Long Beach are the largest seaport complex in
the U.S. with thousands of vessels calling 24/7 on the mega-port every year. The environmental
impact of this seaport traffic has increasingly become a cause for concern among neighborhood
communities with local, regional, state and federal agencies enacting regulations to address this
serious air-quality issue.
